W hile almost every convention card you’ll see proclaims 
that the pair is using “Stayman and Transfers”, the fol-

low-ups are often murky (or mishandled). The following is an 
auction-by-auction schematic for how opener and responder 
can negotiate the maze of forcing, invitational, and let’s-
just-find-a-fit-and-get-outta-here sequences available to 
them. Work with your partner to memorize these basic (and 
some not so basic) auctions and your accuracy will improve 
dramatically on the hands where one of you opens 1NT.
