President’s Message

Happy Spring everyone! We are preparing for our Annual Meeting. It
will be May 11, 2023 at Beth EI. We will be serving dinner at 5:30,
and it is free for all NVBA members (but as always, all persons attend-
ing play the $2 security fee). The entry free is $10 if you are not a
member. There will be an election of officers at the meeting. The cur-
rent board that is up for reelection is running unopposed, except for
the Secretary. Eric Poskanzer has volunteered to serve as Secretary,
but if you are interested in serving on the Board, please let us know
as soon as possible. We will be honoring all players who achieved Life
Master status from 2019 through 2022. If you became a Life Master
during one of these years, and if you attend the Annual Meeting, you will play for free that
night.

They receive a free play that can be used at any NVBA unit game. We will start the game at
7:00 PM.
